TESTING RELATED TO FUEL SYSTEM MODIFICATION
TO ACCOMMODATE LOWERED FLOOR

When GM completely redesigned the Chewrolet van cob ond chassis,
they relocated the fuel tonk on some models from behind the reor oxle
to between the axles (midship). To enjoy the benefits of o lowered
floor on the Roadrek 200 (improved fuel economy, handling, oppearance, overall height, and
ease of entry ond exit from the vehicle), the original mid-ship fuel tank wos removed ond reploced
by o custom tonk located behind the reor axles; os located on cob and chassis with higher GYWRs
and much lorger fonks. The exhoust system wos also modified.

For the 1998 model year, Chrysler olso relocated the fuel tank on the Dodge van from behind the
rear axle to between the axles. To lower the floor, we simply lowered the original tonk by 5.
The rood clearonce of a Roodtrek 190's fuel tonk is reduced from 14.5" to 9.5" with the
motorthome portion instolled but unloaded, and to 8.5" loaded with 1500 Ibs. ...mare than on
unlooded Chrysler mini von ot 8.25" or o Neon ot 7". The tank’s dearonce is still higher thon the
sewer discharge which hos proved to be odequate for years. Although you won't enjoy the "off
rood" clenrance of o tuck, you will be fin if you simply don't drive o Roodirek whese you
wouldn't diive o car. (The exhaust system wosn't modified.)

To modify the fuel system, GM ond Chrysler required that we meet very stingent safety and

engineering stondards, or they would have prohibited us from doing s0. This mandatory testing
includes:

Fuel System Integrity Crash Testing

The purpose of this series of tests s to reduce death and injuries occurring from fires resulting from
fuel spilloge during ond after crashes. The testing consists of 3 impacts: frontal, side and rear.

For the frontal impact, the test vehicle impacts o fixed borrier ot 30 mph (48 Km/h). For the
rear and side impacts, the test vehicle is stotionary and impacted by o moving barrier at 30 mph
(48 Km/h) ond 20 mph (32 Km,/h) respectively, simulating being struck by other vehicles. After
ench impact, the test vehicle is rotated 360 degrees upon its nxds and held stationary for 5
minutes, every 90 degrees. The fest vehicle can leak no more thon 1 ounce (28 g) of fuel per
minute to poss. Our test vehicles did not leak any fuel.
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These 2 photos show the rear impact test on the 200 Chevrolet. The
test vehicle was impacted by o moving barmier at 30 mph
(48 Km/h). The enire fuel system was then inspected for leckage.
Our test vehicle did not leak any fuel.

For frontal impact testing of the 190 Dodge, the test vehide
impacted o fixed borrier at 30 mph (48 Km/h).

TESTING RELATED TO FUEL SYSTEM MODIFICATION
TO ACCOMMODATE LOWERED FLOOR

When GM completely redesigned the Chevrolet van cab and chassis,
they relocated the fuel tank on some models from behind the rear oxle
fo between the axles (mid=ship). To enjoy the benefits of o lowered
floor on the Roadtrek 200 (improved fuel economy, handling, appearance, overall height, and
ease of enfry and exit from the vehicle), the original mid-ship fuel tank was removed and replaced
by a custom fank located behind the rear axles; as located on cab and chassis with higher GYWRs
and much lorger fanks. The exhaust system was also modified.

For the 1998 mode! year, Chrysler also relocated the fuel tank on the Dodge van from behind the
rear axle to between the axles. To lower the floor, we simply lowered the original tank by 5"
The road clearance of o Roadtrek 190's fuel tank is reduced from 14.5" o 9.5 with the
motorhome portion instolled but unloaded, and to 8.5" loaded with 1500 Ibs. ...more than an
unloaded Chrysler mini van ot 8.25" or o Neon ot 7", The tank's clearance is sfill higher than the
sewer discharge which has proved to be adequate for years. Although you won't enjoy the "off
rond" clearance of a fruck, you will be fine if you simply don't drive o Roadirek where you
wouldn't drive o car. (The exhaust system wasn't modified.)

To modify the fuel system, GM and Chrysler required that we meet very stringent safety and

engineering standards, or they would have prohibited us from doing so. This mandatory testing
includes:

Fuel System Integrity Crash Testing

The purpose of this series of fests is to reduce death ond injuries occurring from fires resulfing from
fuel spilloge during and after croshes.

The purpose of this series of fests is to reduce deaths ond injuries to motor vehicle occupants
during croshes. This testing minimizes the possibility of foilwre of the seats, their attachments and
their installotion. Successful testing requires the opplication of significant forces in various
directions to the seats and their attachments without foilure. Al Roadtrek seating hos been tested
to ensure it meets these requirements.

Flammability Testing

The purpose of this testing is to reduce deaths ond injuries to motor vehicle occuponts coused by
fires, especially those originating from the vehicle interior from sources such os matches or
tigarettes, Testing confirms that the burn rate of offected interior moterials does not exceed
specified moximums.

The
test is conducted by plocing the test vehicle on 0 movable plotform perpendiculor to the
plotfarm's line of travel. To help stort the rollover, the test vehicle rests ot o 23 degree lateral
incline with the fires ogainst o "fip" flange. The plotform is propelled down o test tack fo 30
mph (48 Km/h) ond stopped in such o woy that the vehicle is propelled from the platform.

Although the plotform speed and height of the frip flange
were increosed above the requirement, the Roodtrek
would not rollover. This is considered a poss; in o
rollover situation, what sofer vehicle to be in than
ane that does not rollover?

Roof Crush Resistance Testing

This testing is intended to reduce deaths ond
injuries due to crushing of the reof into the
possenger compartment during rollover
accidents. The comer of the roof ot the top of
the "A" pillor (between the windshield ond
front door windows) cannot crush more
fhon 5* (125 mm) when applying o
force equal fo 1.5 fimes the vehicle's
unlooded vehicle weight.

This testing was conducted af the
top of the "A" pillor and also of the
top of the outer roof window. The
Roadtrek successhully possed both
of these fests.

Roof Crush Load Testing

Qur intent for this test wos to
determine the maximum lood
the roof could bear before
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occupants and their appendages not remaining within the passenger
compariment during rollover accidents.

Roof crush resistance festing is infended fo reduce death and injuries
from roof crushing during rollover accidents.

Dynamic Rollover Testing

The purpose of this festing is to reduce deaths ond injuries from occupants and their
appendages not remaining within the passenger comportment during rollover occidents. The
test is conducted by placing the fest vehicle on a movable plofform perpendiculor to the
platform's line of travel. To help start the rollover, the test vehicle rests ot a 23 degree loteral
incline with the fires against o "frip" flange. The platform is propelled down o test frack o 30
mph (48 Km/h) and stopped in such o way that the vehicle is propelled from the platform.

Although the platform speed and height of the trip flange
were increased above the requirement, the Roadtrek
would not rollover. This is considered a pass; in o
rollover situation, what safer vehicle fo be in than
one that does nof rollover?

Roof Crush Resistance Testing

This tesfing is intended to reduce deaths and
injuries due to crushing of the roof into the
passenger compartment during rollover
accidents. The corner of the roof at the top of
the "A" pillor (between the windshield and
front door windows) cannot crush more
than 5" (125 mm) when applying a
force equal to 1.5 times the vehicle's
unloaded vehicle weight.

This testing was conducted at the
top of the "A" pillor and also of the
fop of the outer roof window. The
Roadrek successfully passed both
of these tests.

Roof Crush Load Testing

Qur intent for fhis fest was to
determine the maximum load
the roof could bear before
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breaking. This is not o stondard test so it is questionable to compare our results to other festing
since o recognized apparotus ond procedure do not exist.

In our testing, o force bearing an area of 4 sq. ft. (3600 cm) wos applied to the top of the roof.
(We understand that some of our compatitors use 0 much larger oreo and therefore distribute the
force over o greater surface orea which would result in o higher maximum lood.) The load applied
to the Roodtrek wos 7000 lbs. before breaking.

Comparative Side Crush Resistance Testing

During the manufocture of Dodge von conversions (4 captain seats, rear bench, and with or
without o raised roof: not to be confused with closs B motorhomes), 3 of the 4 original vertical
reinforcements or “studs™ ore removed from the original “corgo™ van body to ollow installafion of
side windows. Although this meets the applicable safety standards, we wanted fo compare the
strength of the original corgo van with no studs remaved fo Roadtreks which have some studs
reploced with cobinetry secured to the chossis (olthough wood is not os strong os steel under
aqual conditions, the original steel studs ore of minimol thickness ond depth, whereas our
cobingtry is much more substontiol).

This festing i intended fo simulate the vehide impacfing o ullity pole ot o pemendiculor angle. It measures
the force necessary to crush into the side of the vehicle by 7°. The original corgo van required 9,700 bs.
of foree to achieve 7 of aush, whereos the Roodivek required 12,100 bs!

"Automotive Manufacturer Style" Durability Testing
Although durability is more an issue of customer safisfoction and - ; :
volue, improved reliobility can result in increased safety (less These photes depictsid cush reistnce Testing which i intended fo
breakdowns, afc.). simulote the vehide impocfing o ity pole ot o perpendicular angla.
Automotive monufocturers conduct extensive durabiliy testing
where they put the equivalent of 80,000 to 120,000 miles
{130,000 to 190,000 Kms) of wear on a vehide in o short
period of fime os port of the design and development process. By
having durability testing conducted for us, numerous design
improvements were quickly identified and implemented which
would otherwise only become apparent during the normal life of
the first Roodreks built and sold. We ore not aware of any
other RY monufacturer who has hod such testing conducted
on its products (probobly due to the costs involved).

(We understand that some of our competitors use a much larger area and therefore distribute the
force over a greater surfoce area which would result in o higher maximum load.) The load applied
fo the Roadtrek was 7000 Ibs. before breaking.

Comparative Side Crush Resistance Testing

During the manufacture of Dodge van conversions (4 captain seats, rear bench, and with or
without a raised roof; not to be confused with class B motorhomes), 3 of the 4 original verfical
reinforcements or "studs” are removed from the original "cargo” van body fo allow installation of
side windows. Although this meets the applicable sofety standards, we wanted to compare the
strength of the original cargo van with no studs removed to Roadtreks which have some studs
replaced with cabinetry secured to the chassis (although wood is not os strong as steel under
equal conditions, the original steel studs are of minimal thickness and depth, whereas our
cabinetry is much more substantial).

This tesfing s intended to simulate the vehide impacting a utility pole at o perpendicular angle. It measures
the force necessary to crush info the side of the vehicle by 7". The original cargo van required 9,700 Ibs.
of force to achieve 7" of aush, whereos the Roadfrek required 12,100 lbs!

"Automotive Manufacturer Style" Durability Testing

Although durability is more an issue of customer satisfaction and
value, improved refiability can result in increased safety (less
breakdowns, efc.).

Automotive manufacturers conduct extensive durability testing
where they put the equivalent of 80,000 to 120,000 miles
(130,000 to 190,000 Kms) of wear on o vehicle in a short
period of time as part of the design and development process. By
hoving durability tesfing conducted for us, numerous design
improvements were quickly identified and implemented which
would otherwise only become apparent during the normal life of
the first Roadtreks built and sold. We are not aware of any
other RV manufacturer who has had such testing conducted
on its products (probably due to the costs involved).

A: Although o wheel chair it & not evailable from Home & Park, your Roadinek 170 o
190 can be bt with o keved floor ond ane or more senfs emoved fo occommadate
installation by on after market company,

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Questions & Answers

In case you were wondering before you go wandering...

Whether it's your first Roadtrek or your fourth, there ore often questions that orise. While
we are always eager to hear from you, we thought it might be helpful to summarize the
fop questions we hove received over the years and give you the answers here.

Q: “Can | buy directly from the factory?”

A: No. We sell through o dealer network to ensure excellent soles and service of our
product. In foct, because mony states ond provinces legolly require certain checks be
performed by the retailing dealer, you cannot even toke delivery at the factory.
Arrangements can be made through your local dealer, however, fo fake delivery at our
local Kitchener dealer (Conodion residents only), or one in New York state or Michigan
(UL.S. residents only).

Q: “Can a U.S. resident buy in Canada?”
A: AUS. resident needs a Roadtrek built to U.S. specifications. Conadion units are not
built to U.S. spedifications.

Q: “Why do Roadtreks cost more than some class ‘C’ motorhomes and low
end dass ‘A's? Why don’t they cost less, considering the size difference?”
A: Rondtreks are more expensive to build becouse of their higher costs of manufacturing
the “exterior shell”, building on the inside, odapting to unusual shapes, and working with
limited space.

Q: “Why is it more expensive to manufacture the ‘exterior shell’ of a
Roadtrek?”

A: Many closs ‘C’ motorhomes consist of o van cab and chassis to which a flat floor,
straight fibergloss walls ond flot roof are added. The Roodtrek 200 has an aerodynamic
one-piece moulded fibregloss body added. A Roodtrek 170 or 190 storts with o complete
van body from which the raof is removed and replaced with a higher molded fiberglass
roof. Also a section of the floor is removed ond replaced with o custom lowered floor.
Other additional modifications are olso required, but these ore the most time consuming.

Q: “Why is it more expensive to build from the inside of a Roadtrek?”
A: With most class ‘C's, the interior is installed first from the outside with the walls and
roof odded ofter. This is less costly than Roodtreks which must be built within the confines
of the exterior.

Q: “How do “unusual shapes” and working within limited space increase
the cost of a Roadtrek?”

A: Itis much easier o odapt interior cobinets and components fo the square fiberglass
"hox" of a closs "C" thon to the unusuol curved shope of the Roadirek’s inferior. In oddifion,
itis more difficult to get all the equipment to fit comfortably within the limited space of o
Roadirek and, when off the shelf items ore not suitable, it's often more expensive fo get
custom made or modified components such os woter tanks and LP gos fanks.

Q: “Is the water system designed for winter use?”

A: The fresh water tank and lines and water heafer should not be used in below freezing
temperatures. However, you con still use the sink and toilet by carrying o fresh water
supply inside the vehicle and using RV antifreeze in the block and grey woste water tanks.

Q: "Is the Dodge available with a diesel engine?”
A: No. The Cummins turbo diesel that is availoble in Dodge pickups is foo large for the
engine bay of the Dodge van.

Q: “Can it be built to accommodate a wheel chair?”

A: Although o wheel chair lift is not ovailable from Home & Park, your Roadtrek 170 or
190 can be built with a level floor and one or more seats removed fo accommodate
installation by an after market company.

Q: “Can the generator run the air conditioner and microwave at the
same fime?”
A: Yes, as long os you stort the air conditioner first.

From Highway 401, take the Highwoy 8 West exit (to Kitchener) to Highway 7 Eost/86
North. Proceed on fo Wellington Street East and then fo Shirley Avenue. Tum right
(south) and follow Shirley to our plant at 100 Shirley Avenue on your right.
